INTRODUCTION

Visva—Bharati Is a pilgrimage for education and undt It reflects the Tagorean ethos of making a
complete human being out of everyone. It is a kadlb place of learning cradled in a serene

environment in the lap of Nature where Rabindran@mihnded a school for children at
Santiniketan and it was around this nucleus thasthucture of an unconventional university devetbp
through careful planning and meticulous executibthose ideas and ideals.

In 1863, on a seven-acre plot at the site of tesgmt institution, Debendranath Tagore, the ptadtier,
had built a small retreat for meditation, and 88 8e dedicated, by a trust deed, the land andibgs,
towards establishment of aksramawhere seekers after truth irrespective of thermfa religious
affiliations, sect, creed and caste could come rueditate in seclusion; a Brahmavidyalaya and a
library. Rabindranath's school Brahmacharyasramiahnstarted functioning formally from December
22, 1901 with no more than five students on thk was, in part, a fulfilment of the wishes of laher
who was a considerable figure of his time in theddfiof educational reforms. From 1925 this school
came to be known as Patha-Bhavana.

The school was a conscious repudiation of the systéroduced in India by the British rulers, and
Rabindranath initially sought to realize the insimvalues of the ancient education in India. T¢leos!
and its curriculum, therefore, signified a depatirom the way the rest of the country viewed etlana
and teaching. Simplicity in externals was a cardmmiciple. Classes were held in open air in thade
of trees where man and nature entered into an inatee¢harmonious relationship. Teachers and
students shared the single integral socio-cultlif@l The curriculum had music, painting, dramatic
performances and other performative practices. Beybe accepted limits of intellectual and academic
pursuits, opportunities were created for invigergtand sustaining the manifold faculties of the hum
personality.

After Rabindranath was awarded the Nobel Prizediti3] he was invited to numerous visits all over the

world and came closely to know a large part of wwogld and its people. By 1917 the range of his

experience and the restlessness of his explorkgtbto his own self-clarification regarding the adef a

centre of Indian culture at Santiniketan. The eerdas conceived by him was to provide "for the

coordinated study of the different cultures”. Asusit and the fine arts are among the highest mefans

national self-expression... in the proposed centrewf culture, music and art must have prominent
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seats of honour". This centre should not only serare of the intellectual life of India but thente of
the economic life as well. Participating thus ihthé major spheres of Indian life, the institutsould
attain a representative character and enter inenaaunter with the rest of the world.

The institution chose for its motto the Vedic téMatra visvam bhavtyekanidanfivhere the world
makes a home in a single nest). On 23 December Y8*A-Bharati became a registered public body
which adopted a constitution of its own. The aimd abject as set forth on the occasion have simae t
remained the objectives of Visva-Bharati.

In 1922, the Department of Higher Studies beca&ititara Vibhagato be renamedidya-Bhavanan
1926. Hindu philosophy, medieval mysticism, Islamitture, Zoroastrian philosophy, Bengali literatur
and history, Hindustani literature, Vedic and CieslsSanskrit, Pali, Prakrit, Chinese, Tibetan,siar,
Arabic, German, Latin and Hindi formed its areastofly and research.

Vidya-Bhavana was the manifestation of the ideathef proposed centre of comprehensive studies in
the cultures of the East and the West. The cena® wiewed principally as a community of scholars,
Indian as well as foreign, who would be engagedraation and dissemination of systematised and
philanthropic reasoning. The concern was epistegicébThose who followed included Mortiz
Winternitz, V.Lesny of Prague, Carlo Formici andu§&ppe Tucci of Rome, Sten Konow of Oslo. They
added a new dimension to the work that was beingedaon by a remarkable group of Indian scholars
and creative artists of rare dedication, the sesviof some of whom Rabindranath had secured even
from the days of the Brahmacharyasrama.

In 1937, Cheena-Bhavana, the department of Sineuindtudies was established, and even today it
remains, by any standard, an exceptionally reméekaymbol of cultural collaboration. In 1939, the
Hindi-Bhavana with certain distinct projects of dies was founded. Kala-Bhavana, which was
originally the institute for both Fine Arts and Meiscame into existence in 1921 but in 1934 it bresd

off into two independent institutions, Kala-Bhavamad Sangit-Bhavana, each with its own distinct
discipline. In generating more informed and culturmterest and more inputs of educational
components, these two institutions played piongetate in our country.

The Institute of Rural Reconstruction was foundedl922 at Surul at a distance of about three
kilometres from Santiniketan. It was formally inawgted on February 6, 1922 with Leonard K.
EImhirst as its first Director. Thus the second bathtiguous campus of Visva-Bharati came to be
located in 1923 at a site which assumed the nan@rioiketan. The chief object was to help villagers
and people to solve their own problems insteadsuflation being imposed on them from outside.

In consonance with the ideas about reconstructiadilage life, a new type of school meant maindy f

the children of neighbouring villages who would etlly bring the offering of their acquired
knowledge for the welfare of the village communitgis also conceived. This school, Siksha-Satra, was
started in Santiniketan in 1924 but was shiftedStmiketan in 1927. The Lok-Siksha Samsad, an
organization for the propagation of non-formal eatian amongst those who had no access to usual
educational opportunities, was started in 1936sl@kCharcha for training village school teachers
followed next year.

A few more institutions were added after Rabindtlisadeath on August 8, 194Rabindra-Bhavana
the archive on Rabindranath and the institute eskobly devoted to study and research on him was
established in 1942. In 1948inaya- Bhavanaa teachers’ training institution, came into being

In May 1951, Visva-Bharati was declared to be at@érUniversity and "An Institution of National
Importance” by an Act of Parliament. It was grantled status of a unitary, teaching and residential
university. The status and function of all the majostitutions have been redefined in successive
Amendment Acts and the University has continuegrtav by giving accreditation to new institutions in
response to needs newly felt.



The old Vidya-Bhavana started Honours and M.A. sesrof the usual typ&iksha-Bhavanagiven
originally the responsibility of conducting underaguate courses was split off from Vidya-Bhavana. |
1972, when the institutes were restructured faewige, Vidya-Bhavana became the faculty of
Humanities and Social Sciences and Siksha-Bhawaaa,of Science. The erstwhile departments of
Sriniketan have been amalgamated iR&dli Samgathana Vibhagénstitute of Rural Reconstruction),
with the exception of the independent faculty ofridglture, Palli Siksha Bhavanavhich came into
existence in 1960. In 197@8J)ttar Siksha Sadanathe University’s Institute for higher secondary
education was started.

The school has reshaped itself into a full-fledgeztiern University with diverse concern and intexest
The defining maxim of excellence remains intact.

From the very beginning Rabindranath tried to fosteself-sufficient social life along with new
values of creative as well as participatory cultdiee most joyful expressions of the community

are the festivals which at different times of theaw celebrate the cycle of the seasons and thesdive
manifestations of Nature. Dances and songs prabeoite such occasions draw as much upon
Rabindranath as other cultural resources of alispair
India. The community comes together in these faiiv
and, for the young students in particular, it is an
unobtrusive process of cultural enrichment.

Certain cultural events and festivals had come dasva
legacy from the inception of the institution. Thpeo-

air devotional service that is held on 7 Poush ¢on
about 22 December) every year under the Chhatien tre
where Debendranath once meditated is an occasion of
particular significance for the institution sindeis the
foundation day of the asrama. In accordance with th
trust deed, a mela (festive fair) popularly knoventlae
Poushmela is held to mark the occasion. Anotherethr
day village fair, called Maghmela is held early in
February every year at Sriniketan.

There is a prayer-hall, referred to as Mandir, \&hen
every Wednesday a non-denominational community
prayer service is held. This prayer-hall is thecplaf congregation for all important occasions of
commemoration for the community. It was the fourslbelief that the moral influence radiating from
here would afford a silent but constant guidancidaéomembers of the community.
